MANAGEMENT SERVICES AGREEMENT
This is an agreement between the MFSA and the Merchants Exchange, wherein the Exchange provides full program mana
to MFSA including an Executive Director, two Association Administrators, and communications services.

LOWER COLUMBIA MARITME FIRE SAFETY PLAN
This is a plan designed to address shipboard firefighting on the Lower Columbia River, agencies, State and Federalaregula
equipment requirements.

MUTUAL AID AGREEMENS
These are agreements among individuBIAAC fire agencies, supported by MFSA, providing mutual aid to fire protection age
cies participating in the MFSA program.

FIRST RESPONDER AGREENTS

These are agreements between fire agencies and MFSA wherein MFSA agrees to provide agency with certain oil spill resg
equipment and supplies. In return, the fire agency agrees to maintain the equipment and participate in oil spill a@gpgnse tr
provided by MFSA (for agencies with avater capabilities).
